The primary goal of the seminar is to allow students to get familiar with the traditional
approaches to the study of grammar such as Government and Binding (GB) and Minimalism.
In the course of the seminar, we will discuss a humber of topics often addressed by syntax
scholars such as syntactic transformations, word order, case, binding, wh-movement and
cross-linguistic variation. During the first semester, students will take a look at traditional
analyses of these topics, which will also serve as a general introduction to generative
linguistics. The second semester will be devoted to a critical evaluation of selected claims
introduced in the first part of the course and discovering more modern answers to
previously discussed syntactic puzzles. This should help students to better understand the
evolution of the generative enterprise and the current trends in the field.

BA theses may concern the topics discussed in the course of the seminar or any other topic
connected with the scope of generative linguistics. All students interested in linguistics are

invited to join.
